3. Events of importance that happened during your lifetime.  “Historical perspective”

4. If you could, what might you do differently?

You must construct a timeline of your time frame to accompany your presentation

A costume that is appropriate to your persona is expected.

Visuals or collage of your life or any other props is expected.
