MICHIGAN HISTORY

SEMESTER PROJECT

This is a semester long project that will involve research, writing, planning, and presenting.  You will work with a partner to plan a trip that may take up to 2 months within the state of Michigan.  

Your must visit:


6 places of historical significance


3 places for your entertainment (not necessarily historical)

2 festivals (It doesn’t matter what time of year they are actually held.)

At least 3 “by the ways” (no report needed, just explanation why you stopped)

You must include at least a 1-page report on each destination.  If there isn’t enough info to cover a page, it probably isn’t that significant.

You must include travel plans as to how you will see these places.  Travel plans should include miles traveled to each spot and a map of your “vacation”. 

You must include specifically where you are staying (motels…).   No sleeping in the car!  All lodging and fuel expenses should be calculated.  Assume 20mpg at $3.45/gal.  Make sure to account for any entrance fees or ticket prices that must be paid.  Pretty much everything costs money!

Your final exam will be the presentation that you give on your journey.  Presentations will include maps for the class to follow and explanations of each destination and expenses incurred.  There will also be a Q/A period. 

Reports must be written in the following ways:

12 pt type

Times New Roman font

Double spaced

Standard margins

Name and Title in one line as a Header

Do NOT skip lines between paragraphs

Do NOT bold the body of your report

Must be a full page long

Do NOT include lodging or fuel expenses in your destination reports

DO include any entrance or tour fees
